Many ticks of the clock since I last wrote. Sorry about that. Because of some things I
will mention later, I have had to cut back quite a bit on the DAILY BREAD. We still
often receive favorable comments, which we appreciate. There is one lady, a church
member who does not attend as regular as she should. I first started it for her. Then others
commented it was like having a daily Bible study. Well, I wish I could do it every day.
Besides the Bible study, since I also translate it into Japanese, it is very good study for
me in that respect.

You have heard of our terrible weather and strong earthquakes. The earthquakes did not
effect us, but the weather does. Occasional freezing nights are still expected. We are
thankful that weather and earthquakes have not put us out on the streets.

A few weeks back, Dot suffered severe weakness in her legs and collapsed one night, on
her way back from the bathroom. We were all very concerned about that, and still are.
However, she is slowly gaining strength. We got her a bedside potty chair, so she would
not need to make a dangerous trip at night, but now, using her cane to help her walk, she
can make it to the bathroom by herself. She can even take her bath by herself. Next week
we go to the doctor for her regular check-up, and we will see if we can get her into some
kind of therapy to strengthen her legs.

We had our year-end Christmas meetings. I had about 40 children from school come for
a story about Jesus. I gave a concise story of Jesus, starting before He was born, when
Adam and Eve sinned, and came on down to His birth and death and resurrection, even
His return. Of course it had to be simple. But the kids seemed to like it, and adults said it
was good. If we could just do some good follow-up.

We put out more than 2,000 pieces of literature for our Christmas Evangelistic meeting.
It was very cold and windy. I caught cold and could not make the service, but at least two
ladies came because of the tracts. Actually several others came because of personal
invitation. Still follow-up is weak.

So I have prepared to offer a 6 week course explaining the basic meaning of Jesus and
Christianity. It used to be that Japanese would crowd in to hear about such things, but
now they have so much entertainment available that they are not interested in church
things. Still I will try to encourage people to give it a try. It is very discouraging to see
people turn down Jesus and His teachings never having heard them.

I continue distributing Gospel literature, and people say they read it and find it
interesting, but they don’t become believers. Please pray for them, and for us.
