We spent much of the day
at the hospital discussing things with the doctor. For two weeks we have
been going for X-rays for my wife's knee joint and all related areas. It
seems obvious that surgery to replace the right knee joint is required.
It is not an emergency, but does need to be done soon. So she is
scheduled to check in July 21, and surgery to take place one week later,
July 28. This hospital has a very good reputation in the Hachioji area
and we feel confident that the doctor adn staff will do as good a job as
anyone can.
There is so much bone that has worn away that she cannot stand up
straight. It has thrown her entire body awry, and her right leg is at
such an angle that the muscles get no exercise. At this rate, she would
be helpless in a short time. So we agreed to the surgery. They expect
her hospitalstayto be 2--3 months.Of coursethat includesall the
rehibilitation.

Japan has semi socialistic medicine, so we do not have to pay full
price, but we do not know what the cost will be. They said it would not
be more than $4,000.00. That is reassuring, though not free.
