Having said that, I am happy to report that, using her walker, she can walk more than 200 yards. We
want to increase distance, and smoothness of walking. I don't think we should concentrate of speed.
The therapists and doctors are pleased with her progress. She is able to help in the kitchen, putting
dishes in the dishwasher, taking them out, and other cleaning jobs at the sink. It is a minimum of
walking and nothing heavy. She wants to contribute to the work, and she is. In some ways she is
stronger than she was several years ago. We are very thankful.

Myhealth continues virtually unchanged. Today I walked 3 miles in one hour. Not great, but good for
the heart. I hope to extend the distance at least to 5 miles a day. As you know I am able to produce
the "Daily Bread" only once a week. I must continue at this because some people receive it who need
it very much. One church member who had been laying out has returned, and we are very thankful for
that. I am praying for new people who receive it to be impressed with the claims of Jesus upon their
souls.
Which reminds me that I print and hand out papers with a verse of Scripture, my name, address and
ph. no. and an offer to pray for any request they have. I have received one request. It is from our
care manager. He said it is his desire to become the best care manager ever, and also to organize all
the care managers in the area into a fellowship to meet once a month to discuss how to better make
life pleasant for the old folks. I told him I would be happy to pray about that, and also that he would
believe in Jesus. April6 will be the golden wedding anniversary for Dot and me (not "for I"). It has
been a joy and a blessing, and it still is.

Nathan's family is growing apace. Joe is in a "cram school" hoping to get into a good private school.
Ray starts first grade, and Kanon starts to kindergarten. And Ikuko gets a little well deserved rest. Joe
shows a tender and sincere heart. We pray God will make him a blessing, and a strong leader for his
brother and sister.

Little by little I seem to be finding acceptance among the people. It may possibly be some advantage
that there is no church to invite them to in the area. It has to be personal talking. Even at this, I have
to go easy and not be so strong as to make them skittish.

Most of the people I talk with, of course, are Buddhist, but there are a few Mormon missionaries and
Jehovah's Witnesses workers. I expect Buddhists to be wary of Christians, but I would hope others
would at least entertain some discussion of the Bible. It doesn't happen that way. Once when I was
trying to discuss things with a man of Jehovah's Witness belief, I asked him why he always insisted on
telling me what he thinks and will not listen to why I say. His answer was, "Because we have the
truth." Of course everyone believes he has the truth. His religion, his sect, alone, has the truth, so
they say. Ofcourse, everyone believes that. I praythat I may meet some people who have open
minds and hearts. It could happen. Please be much in prayer.
