Dan has been out
distributing quite a bit the last week or so. You asked about our vehicle
situation, we still haven't been able to get one.

The country seems to have changed some, but one thing is that we don't live
in the capital any more, we live in a small town outside the capital and it

is much quieter here. The city seems so much more busy and growing. I am so
