Dear Brethren,

Happy New Year!! Well, I need to hurry if I'm going to get my newsletter written by the end of
January. We had good services yesterday at Trevo. In our Sunday morning study time, before
preaching, I have different ones of the young men to bring the study, and it has been good. They
are growing and it is a blessing to the brethren. Besides our Sunday morning services there, I
have a discipleship study on Saturday afternoons with the young men, and usually visit a couple
of times during the week. On Sunday afternoons some of the boys will usually come over to our
house, in Machava, about a half-hour’s walk, and we will discuss the Scriptures some more. On
Wednesday evenings we have a prayer meeting here at our house, in which we meet mainly for
prayer, after a short devotional, for the churches and work here in Mozambique. In November we
had a baptizing, and I baptized two for Trevo and three for another work in the nearby town of
Liberdade, that’s being led by Bro. Celso. He’s the brother I wrote about while we were in the
States, as having recently come out of the Mozambican Baptist Convention. He is not ordained
yet and asked me to baptize for their work.

We didn’t organize the church in Trevo before the end of the year, as I had hoped, but believe
we will be able to within a few months. The work in Trevo is badly needing its own meeting
place. We are still looking for property, as the one I mentioned in my last newsletter was sold.
We presently have around $700.00 toward the purchase of a property. Due to the devaluation of
the American dollar on international markets over the past several months, our monthly support
has decreased 25% since our return in June

We are rejoicing over news, last Friday, from our daughter Jessica, that our first grandchild,
Aaron Bennett Blakeman, was saved that morning at home. He is only 4 Y% years old, but came
under real Holy Spirit conviction, and trusted Jesus. Also in the way of family news, our son,
Peter, who is studying at Patrick Henry College, in Virginia, will be finishing his third year in
May. He is now engaged to a Christian young lady, Holly Wallace, from Madison, Alabama,
and, the Lord willing, will wed her on May 20, shortly after the semester ends. They will make
their home in Virginia until Peter graduates. The Lord willing, some of us will come to the US
for the wedding.
