The
visit was great, and my time was occupied to the full, including special services, Conferences,
helping in the ordination of a pastor, visits to old friends and haunts, and four days in bed with
the flu.

In the work in Trevo, we seem to go forward a step or two, and backward two steps or maybe
three. Our attendance has increased, in December we baptized two, and it seems some progress is
being made. A couple of weeks ago we had to withdraw fellowship from two brethren, and may
have to from one or two others. This work needs its own, permanent meeting place. We have had
a couple of prospects for property previously, that didn’t pan out. We have the money to buy
property, and right now a sister in the church is willing to sell her property, which would be ideal
as to location and size. However, her distant family (she has no children of her own), though not
owners, nor saved, have a say in the disposition of the property, and are opposed to it. Please
pray specifically and fervently that the Lord would intervene and have His will in this. Pray for
this church and all the work here.

Our baby girl Julia, 11, led a little neighbor friend of hers to the Lord awhile back, while they
visited over the wall. Aninha (little Ana) gave a good, public, confession of faith in Christ, and
was one of the two baptized in December. Since then, other little girls of that age group, from
our Saturday afternoon Bible class, have asked Julia to lead them in accepting Christ. Please pray
for these.

In the way of family news, John and Priscilla, our two oldest still at home, are both working
now, John as a teacher’s assistant at a private Christian academy in Maputo, and Priscilla
tutoring a little Greek boy five days a week, here at home. Janell, soon-to-be sweet sixteen, and
Julia, are doing good in their studies.
