Once again I want to thank you
for your prayers and support for our family and ministry, which allow us to keep on
serving full time in the work of the Lord throughout all the interior of Panama. Thanks to
the Lord we continue sewing the Good Seed throughout the entire country. This year we
began an evangelistic project that basically consists of two ways of getting the message
out. First is to place into the hands of people in different areas of the country 36,000 of
the first Bible study, a simple study of the Gospel of John, making trips with a group of 8
or 10 disciples who we are training personally. They learn a lot on these missionary trips.
Our plan is to print 3,000 of these studies and other evangelistic tracts each month in our
small print shop. This will cost about $300.00 plus other distribution expenses each
month. The local congregations, fruit of our ministry, are very encouraged, helping
mightily in the manual labor and in some of the distribution expenses and other expenses.

- I want to thank G()d,my spgnsoring church (M~§ion B_oulevardBaptist Church),
and missionaries Robert Creech and Michael Lea for helping us to have a small print
shop in which we make tracts, giving some of the brethren here opportunity to participate
in this work. Bro. Fidel Garcia has been a blessing in this team effort, leading in the
production of literature.

Secondly, after 6 years in the radio ministry (1999-2005) the Lord put the burden
in my heart of being able to reach the people in areas difficult to access with cassettes or
CD's of Bible teaching free of charge, taking into account the situation of extreme
poverty in some areas of the interior, and in this way to help in discipling them and in
reaching others for Christ. Up to now around 110 cassettes and some CD's are being
used in indigenous and rural areas. Brethren, we keep praying for the continuation of the
radio program, that daily it will continue filling the air waves of Panama with the
message of the Gospel, and that we can continue giving the cassettes and CD's to the
