Young people from various congregations have accompanied me on trips to several
provinces of the Interior for mass distribution of evangelistic tracts.

Radio Program
For more than five years we have maintained a one hour radio program that has been a
true blessing to thousands ofPanamaruans. The listeners ask for Bible materials, call for
advice, and we receive a lot of letters with questions about the Christian walk and the
Bible in general. Many have been saved and are now members of the Lord's church.
With this program we have been able to get the message out daily to thousands of
Panamanians. Right now the program has been suspended temporarily since we do not
have the necessary funds to go ahead. We need about seven hundred dollars monthly to
keep the program daily on two stations.

Intituto Educativo Cristiano
The Bible correspondence school keeps growing with the students going on to the
following courses. Most people hear about the courses through the radio or the brethren
of the churches or the flyers we pass out. I thank the Lord for each person who fills out
one of the courses, thinking about the time he has spent in Bible study and fellowship
with the Lord. We send the materials out by various means: bus, mail, and personal
delivery. The IEC now has it's own legal status before the government which lets us
work fieely. Uver three thousand studIes are sent out each month to dItterent pOIntsIn
the country.

The Print Shop
Thanks to the help of Bro. Robert Creech, who gave us a digital duplicator, and to Bro.
Fidel Garcia, who works in the shop, we began printing our own materials in Cafiazas in
the Interior of Panama. So far, we have produced over 15,000 of the first course, along
with tracts and other materials. Brethren from nearby congregations enjoy helping in this
work.

Our Base of Operations
All of our missionary work is organized out of our house in Cafiazas, Veraguas. A
mission with 42 members meets there, plus we have our recording studio, print shop, IEC
office, and it has served to accommodate many brethren from the nearby missions who
are traveling by and need a place to stay.
