Dear Friends, Brothers and Sisters in Christ, Churches and Pastors

I sensed a need and desired to write, letting you know how things are going with
us. Adapting again to life in the Artic has been a “bone chilling” experience this winter.
In the last two + months we have seen steady, cold temperatures ranging from -15
degrees to -50 degrees. We had pretty much forgotten what all is involved in living in
these conditions after 12 years in Brazil! [ hear a lot of talk about global warming in the
news these days. We are hoping that some of that will occur soon here in Fairbanks!
Actually, this winter has reminded me a lot of the first winters we spent in Alaska during
the early 70’s.

I want to give a special thanks to those churches and individuals that generously
gave special or have continued offerings to help us in transitioning. All have been greatly
appreciated and helpful. I pray God’s special blessing for your special care and concern.

Mid-way during the month of January, we were able to have my father admitted
to a care facility here in Fairbanks. The opening came at the right time as the Lord’s
provision. It had become increasingly difficult to care for him in our homes and the
stress at times on the families was weighing heavily. He seems to be settling in well, or
perhaps better than could be expected. We are pleased that he is in a secure environment,
cared for by health professionals. Pray for my father that God would give him the grace
he needs to confront what lies ahead for him.

We continue to ask your prayers for the folks in Brazil. Roberto and Josiane
and Family in Porto Uniao. Pastor Alex and Sister Vera and Family in Sao Paulo.
We correspond regularly with them. I have asked Bro. Alex to consider receiving
- Roberto’s family into association with their congregation and maintain regular
communication and a spiritual tie. I know that they are needing what is not readily
available to them. The distance makes personal visits very difficult and cost prohibitive.
Yet, I still asked him and his congregation to pray about it and ask the Lord’s leadership
in it. Please, join in prayer with them.

We received recent communication concerning the young man Diego Alan.
Although we received guardianship rights with him just as we were leaving the country,
without full adoption, it was impossible to ask for license to leave the country with him.
However, now it may be possible to go ahead with the adoption even with us here in the
states. Pray with us about Diego Alan. I do not want to leave him to think that we have
given up on him.

Just this month, we received several letters from men in Brazil. One has
requested a specific study referring to the ad that was run in the papers over a year and a
half ago. The other man, Roberto Carlos is requesting further studies above what he has
already received. Pray for me and these men, as we communicate.
